Keywords: English language, listening, reading, writing, use of English, speaking
Purpose and objectives of the course:
The purpose of teaching the subject "Foreign language for journalists (English)" is the formation of students’ grammatical, lexical and reading skills to ensure communication skills in the professional and labor sphere.
The main task of studying the discipline is:
- formation of knowledge, abilities and skills necessary for speech activity in English;
- improvement of reading and translation skills
- systematization and generalization of grammatical material;
- oral and written communication in situations close to professional reality;
- improvement of writing skills;
As a result of studying the academic discipline, the student will know:

1) main foreign language media sources, namely newspapers, magazines, electronic publications;
2) lexical material of various topics;
3) lexical, grammatical and phraseological norms of the English language;
4) vocabulary by topic according to the content of the program (including terminology), which is necessary in the professional field;
5) grammatical phenomena that are necessary for flexible expression of relevant concepts, as well as for understanding and producing a wide range of texts in the professional field;
6) rules of English syntax;
7) realia (social, political, cultural, educational, etc.) of the country whose language is studied.

As a result of studying the academic discipline, the student will be able to:
1) systematize, analyze and synthesize the received information;
2) use a foreign language in various spheres of communication;
3) understand the intention of the speaker and the communicative consequences of his statement (remarks, advice, etc.);
4) understand the main ideas and recognize the relevant information during discussions, conversations, debates, which are related to the study and specialty;
5) be able to express himself in the field of professional topics;
6) recognize important information during discussions, conversations related to education and profession;
7) react and answer telephone calls;
8) understand announcements, messages and instructions in academic and professional environments;
9) flexibly use commonly used phrases;
10) deliver prepared individual presentations on a specific range of academic and professional topics;
11) use basic intonation patterns in various speech situations;
12) use vocabulary in various communicative situations on topics according to the content of the program;
13) correctly use grammatical structures, which is necessary for expressing one's own thoughts, as well as for understanding and producing a wide range of texts on professional topics;
14) use the rules of English syntax to produce a wide range of coherent texts.

Teaching methods: Audio-lingual method, informational and communicative, Interactive methods – cooperative learning (work in pairs, small groups), collective-group learning (microphone, brainstorming), situational modeling (public hearings, role-playing, simulation games, press -conference), development of discussion issues (press method, take a stand, discussion, debate, talk show).
Course policy (features of conducting training classes): the student is expected to be able to answer questions based on the studied material, discuss debatable issues, perform practical tasks, and work independently
Hardware and software/equipment, visual: personal computer, projector, screen/interactive whiteboard, Zoom app.
Evaluation system and requirements:
Evaluation of students' knowledge is carried out on the basis of the results of current and final examinations, autonomously for the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th semesters. The final grade is the sum of the points scored during the current and final controls and is calculated on a 100-point scale.
Current control is carried out during practical classes. When evaluating practical classes, the active participation of students in the class, the ability to answer questions based on the studied material, discussion of debatable issues, performance of practical tasks, and independent work are taken into account.
Final control takes place in the form of an exam, which consists of a written part (Listening, Reading, Writing, Use of English) and an oral part (Speaking).
