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Semester: autumn, spring

Language of instruction: English
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The purpose of the course is the formation, development and improvement of speech
skills (listening, reading, writing, speaking) to the level of an independent user, which should
ensure the ability to effectively and flexibly use the English language in various situations of
social, academic and professional communication.

The subject of the academic discipline is the phonetic, lexical, grammatical and
syntactic features of the English language, the knowledge of which provides an opportunity to
effectively apply the skills of listening, reading, writing, and speaking in a foreign language in
everyday situations and in a professional environment.

As aresult of studying the academic discipline, the student will know:

1) vocabulary: approximately 1500 lexical items and use them in oral and written
communication;

2) grammar: present simple, present continuous, present simple and present
continuous for the future, past simple, comparatives, past simple and past continuous,
quantifiers with countable and uncountable nouns, present perfect simple, too and not ...
enough, plans and arrangements , superlatives, question formation, similarities and
contrasts, have to, don't have too, can and can't, will/lwon't, first conditionals, had to and
could, giving advice, imperatives, second conditionals, used to, past perfect simple, passives,
yet, already, still and just, reporting speech;

3) writing: organizing ideas, anecdotes, a personal profile, describing places,
postcards, plans and schedules.
As aresult of studying the academic discipline, the student will be able to:
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1) listening: understand standard clear speech, respond to general information and
specific details in the following types of texts: short stories, descriptions, short dialogues,
television news, programs about current events within the limits of learned lexical and
grammatical material;

2) reading: understand and respond to information in the following types of texts:
stories and descriptions, personal letters, newspaper articles and messages, original artistic
texts selected according to the level of language proficiency;

3) writing: present the following types of texts in writing: a personal letter, a postcard,
a message (a description of events), a note, a short essay;

4) speaking: to express oneself monologically and dialogically using learned vocabulary and
grammatical material according to the topics of the course.

Theme 5. Journeys: talk about journeys; explain travel problems; discuss immigration; reflect on
past events; use extreme adjectives to make descriptions more interesting; talk about problems and whose
fault they are.

Theme 8. News and Events: talk about types and sources of news; comment on the news; use
reporting verbs to report news; describe famous people and events; discuss issues around fame. Grammar:
Reporting Verbs. Defining Relative Clauses. Vocabulary: News. Explaining who People are. Reading:
Seeking Fame and Fortune. Developing Conversations: Introducing and Commenting on News

Theme 9. Entertainment: talk about habits; describe films, books and music; politely disagree with
opinions; talk about pictures and art; tell stories and discussing plots. Grammar: Habits. Adjectives and
Adverbs. Vocabulary: Describing Films, Music and Films. Talking about Pictures. Reading: Heard it all before.
Developing Conversations: Disagreeing Politely.

Theme 10. Sightseeing: describe buildings and areas in more detail; agree using synonyms; show
people around your town or city; talking about festivals and carnivals; talk about future events in a variety of
ways. Grammar: Relative Clauses. Talking about the Future. Vocabulary: Building and Areas. Festivals and
carnivals. Reading: Ten Days at the Venice Carnival. Developing Conversations: Agreeing Using Synonyms.

Theme 11. Things you need: talk about a wide range of objects; describe what things are for; check
you understand what people mean; use suffixes and prefixes better; describe problems with things; give
advice and express regrets. Grammar: Explaining Purpose using so,if and to. Purpose using should and
should have.

Theme 12. Society: talk about the government and their policies; talk about how the economy is
doing; respond to complaints; discuss social issues; comment on news stories; describe correlations.
Grammar: so and such. Comparatives with the...the...Vocabulary: The Governement, economics and
Society. Reading: Only Connect. Developing Conversations: Showing Understanding. Commenting on News
Stories.

Policy of the course (features of conducting educational classes): the student is expected to be able to
answer questions based on the studied material, discuss debatable issues, actively participate in practical
classes and perform independent work.
Technical and software/equipment, visualization: personal computer, projector, screen/interactive whiteboard.
Evaluation system and requirements: evaluation of students' knowledge is carried out on the basis of the
results of the current control and the final control. The final grade is the sum of the points scored during the
current control and the final control and is calculated on a 100-point scale.
Current control is carried out during practical classes. When evaluating practical classes, the active
participation of students in the class, the ability to answer questions based on the studied material, discussion
of debatable issues, performance of practical tasks, and independent work are taken into account.
Final control takes place in the form of an exam, which consists of a written part (listening, reading, writing)
and an oral part (speaking).
The final grade is the sum of the points scored for the entire course of study and during the exam
(50+50=100) and is calculated according to the national scale and the ECTS scale.
