Speaking: talking about important dates in your life and about
differences between men and women. Job interview. Personal Description. Vocabulary: words
related to learning languages, interview advice, relationships. Grammar: question forms, review of
verb tenses. Reading: About bilingualism. Listening: set of instructions to do the test. Writing:
emails of introduction, formal and informal emails.
