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Abstract

The article is devoted to the problem of peculiarities of tolerance formation in junior schoolchildren in extra-
curricular activities. Without taking into account factors, namely: sensitivity of primary school age to the formation
of tolerance; pedagogical possibilities of extracurricular activities in the context of the researched problem - it is
impossible to determine the effectiveness of certain pedagogical tools, to design educational strategies, to predict
their effectiveness.
