Policy of the course (features of conducting educational classes): the student is expected to be able to answer
questions based on the studied material, discuss debatable issues, actively participate in practical classes and
perform independent work.

Technical and software/equipment, visualization: personal computer, projector, screen/interactive whiteboard.
Evaluation system and requirements: evaluation of students' knowledge is carried out on the basis of the results
of the current control and the final control. The final grade is the sum of the points scored during the current
control and the final control and is calculated on a 100-point scale.

Current control is carried out during practical classes. When evaluating practical classes, the active participation
of students in the class, the ability to answer questions based on the studied material, discussion of debatable
issues, performance of practical tasks, and independent work are taken into account.

Final control takes place in the form of an exam, which consists of a written part (listening, reading, writing) and
an oral part (speaking).

The final grade is the sum of the points scored for the entire course of study and during the exam (50+50=100)
and is calculated according to the national scale and the ECTS scale.
