Theme 1. Identity. Speaking: using a diagram to explain your identity; describing a memory, agreeing
on an itinerary for a day in a city; discussing personality traits. VVocabulary: personality adjectives; collocations



and idioms about memory; emotions and feelings. Reading: reading an article about people who never forget;
reading a travelel guide to Lagos. Grammar: present perfect simple and continuous; infinitive and —ing forms;
expressing personal preferences; while, whereas and whilst. Pronunciation: weak forms of ‘have’ and ‘been’;
connected speech; chunking and two-part collocations; word stress in dependent prepositions. Listening:
listening to a podacast about identity; street interviews about personality. Writing: writing a blog post
describing yourself; writing a letter of recommendation.

Theme 2. Different worlds. Speaking: making predictions; suggesting ways to encourage people to
spend time in nature; speculating about the lives of famous people; talking about an imaginary trip back in
time. Vocabulary: science and technology; word families; nature; lifestyle adjectives; extreme adjectives.
Reading: reading an article about the future of VR; reading an article about people with amazing lives.
Grammar: future probability; quantifiers; speculation. Pronunciation: connected speech when talking about
future probability, quantifiers; stress to show certainty. Listening: listening to a radio programme ‘Why we
should listen to trees’; listening to a conversation about unusual lifestyles; watching a BBC programme
‘Doctor Who’. Writing: writing a for-and-against essay on the pros and cons of living in the countryside;
summarizing an informal interview; writing a competition entry.

Theme 3. Showtime. Speaking: planning an eco-friendly festival; practising speaking in public;
describing your favourite film or TV series; asking and answer questions about the importance of music in
your life. Vocabulary: festivals; the environment; phrasal verbs for performing and communication; film and
TV. Reading: reading articles about eco festivals; reading an infographic about binge-watching. Grammar:
relative clauses; cleft sentences; using vague language; ‘do’ and ‘did’ for emphasis. Pronunciation: pitch in
non-defining relative clauses; emphatic stress; linking and elesion. Listening: listening to a podcast about stage
fright; listening to a conversation about binge-worthy TV shows; watching BBC street interviews about music.
Writing: writing a formal email proposing a new festival; describing a film; writing a forum comment.

Theme 4. Lifestyle. Speaking: talking about how your life will be different in five years’ time;
discussing statements about sleep; holding short debates on sports and exercise; a discussion about traditional
vs. modern lifestyles. VVocabulary: health and lifestyle; illness and treatment; sleep; exercise; sport; motivation
and benefit; phrases related to time. Reading: reading an article about people making changes to their lifestyles.
Grammar: future continuous and future perfect; passives; expressing agreement and disagreement.
Pronunciation: connected speech in future perfect; sentence stress with content and function words; stress in
phrases for partial agreement. Listening: listening to a radio programme ‘The Science of Sleep’, listening to a
conversation about the benefits of exercise; watching a BBC programme ‘Earth from Space’. Writing: writing
an article about how to get a good night’s sleep; writing a cause-and-effect essay.

Theme 5. Work. Speaking: telling an anecdote about the first time you did something; discussing a
time when your plans changed; practising describing problems and suggesting solutions; a discussion about
working alone vs in a team. Vocabulary: time expressions, work and careers, areas of work; video conference
calls. Reading: reading an article about first days at work. Grammar: past perfect simple and continuous; past
plans and intentions; describing problems and suggesting solutions; non-defining relative clauses for
comments. Pronunciation: connected speech in past perfect contiuous; intrusive /w/ sounds; intonation to show
degrees of certainty. Listening: listening to a radio programme ‘Is one career in your life enough?’; listening
to problematic video conference calls; watching BBC street interviews about working in a team. Writing:
writing a report about broadening young people’s career aspirations; writing a thank-you message.

Theme 6. Psychology. Speaking: discussing your top three ways to avoid distraction; taking a quiz
about extroverts and introverts; practising giving advice tactfully; a true or false story. Vocabulary: prefixes;
reporting verbs; collocations with ‘get’ and ‘take’; fillers. Reading: reading an article about avoiding
distraction. Grammar: necessity, prohibition and permission; reported orders, requests and advice; asking for
advice and giving advice tactfully. Pronunciation: word stress in prefixes; consonant clusters; pitch for
sounding tactful. Listening: listening to a conversation about introverts; listening to someone asking for
advice; watching a BBC programme ‘Would I lie to you?’. Writing: editing notes to make them mmore
concise; adding to posts in a thread; writing an email giving news..

Theme 7. Talent. Speaking: speculating about a series of chance events; discussing your regrets;
explaining your way of doing something; a discussion about talents. VVocabulary: compound adjectives;



chance; idioms expressing regrets; phrasal verbs releted to explaining. Reading: reading an article about an
unexpected source of inspiration. Grammar: past modals of deduction; wishes; describing a process; adverbials
of concession. Pronunciation: connected speech with past modals of deduction; chunking in idioms; stress in
phrasal verbs. Listening: listening to people talking about missed opportunities; listening to someone
explaining a recipe; watching BBC street interviews about talent and hard work. Writing: writing a personal
essay; writing a social media post.

Theme 8. Community. Speaking: discussing co-living spaces; discussing hypothetical situations;
holding a debate about online communities; a presentation on a project. Vocabulary: collocations with ‘go’,
‘have’ and ‘make’; describing homes and living conditions; world issues; prepositional phrases; phrases with
‘get’. Reading: reading an article about co-living. Grammar: participle clauses, conditionals with conjunctions;
developing an argument. Pronunciation: pitch in participle clauses; stress in conditional sentences; sounding
persuasive. Listening: listening to a talk about world issues; listening to part of a debate about online
communities; watching a BBC programme ‘Amazing humans’. Writing: writing a job application letter/email;
making a discursive argument on a topic; writing a mission statement.
